Every year, the Court Services and Offender
Supervision Agency (CSOSA) supervises thousands of adults on probation, parole, and supervised
release across the District of Columbia, using evidence-based practices to reduce recidivism, promote
accountability, and support lasting success.

supervision. Completed means all conditions of supervision were

satisfied. Unsatisfactory means one or more conditions were
unmet but supervision was not revoked. Revoked means
supervision was formally revoked by the releasing authority. Other
includes cases transferred to another agency or jurisdiction; cases
that closed due to the supervisee’s death, deportation, or
abscondence; and cases closed for administrative or other reasons.

In FY2025, eight individuals exited supervision due to deportation
(7) or abscondence (1), representing less than 0.1% of all exits.

Stabilization Needs

CSOSA supervises through a lens of
both accountability and support, using
assessment and targeted intervention
to protect the public and help
individuals build better lives.

From access to transitional housing to
cognitive behavioral interventions to
workforce development and
educational services, CSOSA strives to
create an environment where the
people we supervise can successfully
complete supervision.

About 8% of our supervised population resides in unstable housing.
Individuals who were revoked to incarceration were more than twice as
likely to have unstable housing compared to the overall supervised
population.

Just over half (51%) of our employable supervised population is
employed. Individuals who were revoked to incarceration were three
times more likely to be unemployed. An "employable” person is
someone who is not retired, disabled, suffering from a debilitating
medical condition, or participating in a school or training program.

Nearly 5% of the total supervised population have chronic behavioral
health needs requiring specialized supervision or assessment.
Individuals who were revoked to incarceration were four times as likely
to be supervised on a specialized behavioral health team.

More than half (59%) of the people under our supervision have earned
a high school diploma or GED. Individuals who were revoked to
incarceration were one and a half times less likely to have a high school
diploma or GED as compared to the total supervised population.
